1) Send Facilitators, as the translator and mediators of science-based skills and
approaches to the ”site”, where people engage in protecting lives and property
and safeguarding the continuity
2) Foster Facilitators can use a database of scientific evidence efficiently through OSS

so that they can fulfill their responsibilities, applying evidence-based approaches.
3) Create a training system to proliferate Facilitators substantially in collaboration
with local universities, disaster research centers, and academic societies.
